Inurban planning and design, anurban wvillage is an urban development typically
characicrized by medium-density housing, mixed usc zoning, good public transit and
an emphasis on pedestrianization and public space. Urban villages are seen to provide
an alternative to recent patterns of urban development in many cities, especially
decentralization  and urban  sprawl, They arc gencrally purporied o reducce car
reliance and promote cvcling, walking and transit use. provide a high level of self-
containment {people working, recreating and living in the same area), and help
facilitate strong community institutions and intcraction.

The ideas of the urban commentator
Janc Jacobs arc widely regarded as having had the largest influence on the urban
village concept. Jacobs rejected the modernist views that dominated urban planning
and architecture in the 1950s-60s and constructed an alternative philosophy that values
traditional ncighborhoods and the role ol the inner city. Proponents believe that urban
villages provide a viable alternative to the social ills that characterize modernism in
citics, such as freeways and high-risc cstales.
